Dear Counselors/Teachers:

The University of Missouri-Kansas City School of Medicine, in cooperation with the Truman Medical Center,
and the Hospital Hill Health Services Corporation, will offer its 30th Annual Summer Scholars Program. This
Program provides a realistic introduction to the field of medicine for highly qualified high school junior or senior
students.

The Summer Scholars Program for 2009 will be a four-week experience. The Program is designed to attract
students from groups who have been traditionally under-represented in medical school, including economically
disadvantaged, underrepresented minority and rural groups. The program targets students who also express a
specific interest in medicine and have taken courses and received grades that reflect a high level of interest and
motivation for medicine.

Applicants must be currently a sophomore or junior, and be a junior or senior the following school year
{September 2009). Applicants typically attend public or private high schools in the Kansas City Metropolitan
area (Johnson and Wyandotte counties in Kansas and Jackson, Platte, Clay and Cass Counties in Missouri).

The Program content includes classroom enrichment in the basic sciences with some emphasis on career
exploration. Courses and learning activities will be selected that are known to develop specific skills and
enhance academic performance. Students will also be exposed to clinical experiences that are directly related to
the practice of medicine and patient care.

The 2009 Program will be held from July 6 - July 31, 2009, and will consist of weekday sessions from 7:50 a.m.
to 4:00 p.m. There will be no tuition or other charges for participating in the Program. Lab coats and all learning
materials will be provided by the Program. Students and parents are required to attend an orientation on the first
day of the program.

We hope that you will assist us in identifying and encouraging qualified students with a demonstrated
ability in science and mathematics to apply for the UMKC Summer Scholars Program. It is our hope that
you will make the enclosed applications available to interested and qualified students. You may duplicate the
application if more are needed.

Please forward the completed applications, along with each student’s transcript and a list of their current
semester’s coursework to program coordinator Kenneth Beene, UMKC School of Medicine, 2411 Holmes,
Kansas City, Missouri 64108-2792. A confidential statement from the counselor and math or science
instructor regarding each student’s aptitude for health sciences is requested. Information from the student and
the math or science teacher should be turned in to the counselor by April 24, 2009. All completed application
materials should be sent by the counselor to Mr. Beene before May 8, 2009. Students will be selected and
notified by June 5, 2009.
